LP_ Lesson 8

TOPIC: Motivation in choosing a profession  

Aim: Raising awareness about the factors (reasons) that influence a person’s choice of profession and sectors related to food industry. 
Task: to rise awareness why it is important to understand the factors (reasons) that influence one’s career choice and sectors related to food industry.  

Procedure: 

1. The teacher asks question: Why do people choose a profession? (What factors influence the choice of one’s profession?) 
2. Students think of the answer individually and then come up with an answer in a pair, 
3. After discussion in class students fill / add the reasons why people choose a profession in their worksheets (task 1),
4. Divide students in groups (4 people in a group) and distribute texts, 
5. Students prepare a presentation about one of the sectors related to food industry taking into consideration: 
· Name of the sector and its ‘symbol’ (prepared by the first student), 
· Short description of the sector (prepared by the second student), 
· Development characteristics of the sector (prepared by the third student), 
· Labour force characteristics of the sector (prepared by the first student),

· Possibilities of vocational training (prepared by the fourth student), 
· Professions of the sector (‘directly’/ ‘indirectly’ related to food industry) (prepared by the first student). 
6. Students present their work (task 2). 
Methodology guide:
1. Informative text, aimed at rising students’ interest, as well as checking their answers and  giving feedback,
2. Sources of information are indicated in the Table of Contents (Attachment No 2.),
3. Task 1 (about the factors (reasons) that influence the choice of profession) students fill in Table 1 in the worksheet,   
4. Task 2 (about sectors related to food industry) students do in groups of 4. Each person in the group has a part of the text that they use to prepare the presentation (it is advisable that one student coordinates the preparation of the presentation),
5. It is advisable that students represent the information in their presentation using symbols or drawings and only some words,  
6. The description of the sector can be found in the worksheets. 
Tasks for students: 

1. To think of the answer individually and then come up with an answer to the question in a pair: Why do people choose a profession? (What factors influence the choice of one’s profession?)  
2. To participate in discussion in class and fill / add the reasons why people choose a profession in the worksheets (task 1), 
3. To prepare and present information about one of the sectors related to food industry according to the given plan (task 2).

In every step different professionals take part (of course, primarily specialists of food industry): 1 Business, finances, accounting and administration (wholesale, retail and commerce); 2 Transport and logistics specialists; 3 Electronic equipment, information and communication technologies specialists; 4 Specialists of energy professions; 5 Mechanical engineering specialists; 6 Chemistry specialists; 7 Agriculture specialists. 

In real life some of the steps can be fully or partially performed by another enterprise/establishment.
