Short description of the stage of creating a new food product (mixed order):
A) Getting acquainted with the customers at shops in order to finalize the product concept before mass production.  The beginning of mass production; 
B) In order to create a product it is necessary to come up with an idea what new product (or ‘improved’ existing product) to produce;
C) Marketing and logistics activities;
D) Product samples are created in order to compare them and choose the best one (ones); 
E) Careful development and testing of product, research of customers’ needs and market research are carried out in order to ensure successful product introduction…; 
F) It is advisable to analyse (evaluate) what technologies are going to be used in production, what raw materials (amount, price) will be necessary, where they will be acquired (description of the technological process), who will be the suppliers and how often will the deliveries take place… It is advisable to define the expected results and plan expected expenses and income from the new product.
