LP_ Lesson 12

TOPIC:  Standard Classification of Occupations and Professional Standards 

Aim: to raise awareness about Standard Classification of Occupations and Professional Standards and ability to find information about the chosen profession.
Task: to get acquainted with the variety of professions and study in depth ones chosen profession.
Situation: A new specialist has applied for a position. Does the employer write whatever he/she wants in the employment contract or there are documents that specifies the employee's duties, tasks etc.? 

Procedure: 

1 Teacher presents the situation to students. Students do brainstorming based on their experience.
2 Students’ answer may reveal the topic of the lesson “Standard Classification of Occupations and Professional Standards”.
3  If it is necessary, the teacher can ask a question: “What is Standard Classification of Occupations and Professional Standards?”
4 After the brainstorming, teacher tells students what is Standard Classification of Occupations and Professional Standards. 
5 Each student finds his/her future profession in the Standard Classification of Occupations and the basic requirements of the profession and the basic tasks of professional activity, as well as the professional standard (if the profession has one); students discuss in pairs the similarities and differences.  
6 Students present their VENN DIAGRAM. 
Methodology guide:

1 It is preferable that the class takes place in a computers room, 
2 Informative text, aimed at rising students’ interest, as well as checking their answers and  giving feedback,
3 Sources of information are indicated in the Table of Contents (Attachment No 2.),
4 Information about the Standard Classification of Occupations, the basic requirements of ones’ profession and the basic tasks of professional activity, as well as the professional standard (if the profession has one) can be found at: http://www.lm.gov.lv/text/80. 

Tasks for students: 

1 Each student finds his/her future profession in the Standard Classification of Occupations and the basic requirements of the profession and the basic tasks of professional activity, as well as the professional standard (if the profession has one) and discuss in pairs the similarities and differences. 
2 Students in pairs present their VENN DIAGRAM. 
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
